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FACT SHEET
Founded in 1974, the Cleveland Rape Crisis Center is dedicated to serving survivors of sexual violence and those who support them with free comprehensive healing and advocacy services, and to creating social change in the community through education, training, and activism.

The Cleveland Rape Crisis Center serves over 17,000 people in the Northeast Ohio region each year. Free services and programs include: 

· 24-Hour Hotline: A confidential, crisis intervention hotline is available to provide support, information and referrals to survivors and community members.

· Therapy: Individual and group therapy is available for child, adolescent, and adult male and female survivors of sexual violence and their non-offending family members.  
· Hospital Advocacy: Advocates provide 24 hour assistance and support to survivors and their families in hospital emergency departments in Cuyahoga County after sexual assault. 

· Justice System Advocacy: Advocates provide support and information 24 hours a day to survivors who choose to prosecute their offenders.  This program also provides training to law enforcement on rape sensitivity and sexual assault law.

· Education and Prevention Programs: Staff presents at schools, universities, organizations, businesses and community centers regarding rape awareness and prevention, personal safety, sexual harassment, bullying, self-esteem, and child sexual abuse. Professional trainings are also offered to professionals and organizations.
· Sexual Assault Response Team (SART): CRCC coordinates Cuyahoga County’s Sexual Assault Response Team, a multi-disciplinary group of professionals working to enhance and standardize response to sexual assault. SART includes representation from law enforcement, prosecutor’s office, victim services and Sexual Assault Nurse Examiners (SANEs) from area hospitals.
The Cleveland Rape Crisis Center has 26 full-time staff and over 100 volunteers. Dedicated volunteers contribute the number of hours equivalent to eight full-time staff members.  CRCC is funded by contributions from individuals, foundations, United Way, and government funding sources including Victim of Crime Assistance (VOCA), Violence Against Women Act (VAWA), and the Ohio Children’s Trust Fund.
